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Thoughts on the Compilation of Urban Development Outline—— Based on the

Abstract: In response to the urban development concept under new-type urbaniza-
tion, this paper proposes a new type of planning called "urban development outline"
in order to coordinate plan making and implementation. By analyzing the main
problems of current urban development and drawing on Chinese and international ex-
periences in implementation-oriented planning, the paper argues that the core value
of an urban development outline should be centered on the people, the spatial struc-
ture should focus on development opportunities, and the overall coordination of mul-
tiple factors and the implementation actions should follow the working framework
of "goals-actions-projects". Based on the practical experiences of Ningbo, the paper
suggests the technical routes and methodology of urban development outline plan-
ning.
