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An Exploration of the Development of Scenic and Historic Areas in the Republic
of China Era

Abstract: Based on a review of literature on scenic and historic areas published in
newspapers, periodicals and books during the Republic of China, this paper analyzes
their development under the influence of such factors as preservation and utilization
of resources, urban planning, and transportation development. It expounds the rights
and responsibilities as well as contradictions in the establishment and management
of public agencies. It also analyzes relevant development and construction plans and
their implementation. The paper summarizes basic characteristics of the development,
management and construction of scenic and historic areas in the Republic of China
and divides them into 3 stages, namely the stages of development, stagnation, and
recovery. The development in the period had revolutionized the ancient tradition and
hence influenced the development of modern scenic and historic areas. Therefore, it
is of great significance to tourism development and conservation and utilization of
natural and cultural resources in modern China.
