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Reflections on Improving the Urban Renewal System of Shanghai

Abstract: The approval of Shanghai Master Plan 2035, which stipulates "negative in-
crease of construction land" signifies that Shanghai has officially entered the stage
of inventory-based development. How to improve the urban renewal system of
Shanghai becomes an urgent issue as urban renewal becomes the center of urban
evelopment. Based on a review of current situation of Shanghai, as well as practices
in Shenzhen, Taipei and Hong Kong, we summarize the urban renewal system of
Shanghai into five parts: target system, policy and regulatory system, organizational
system, planning system and implementation system. Furthermore, suggestions on im-
proving the systems are proposed.
